2. Do not repair the appliance by yourself. Contact the manufacturer or service representative or
an equally qualified person to avoid any risk.

3. The appliance must be checked regularly for signs of damage. If the appliance is damaged, it
must be repaired or replaced by the manufacturer or its service representative or an equally
qualified person to avoid any danger.

4. Do not use the appliance if the trimmer head is damaged.

5. In order to ensure your children’s safety, please keep all packaging (plastic bags, boxes,
polystyrene etc.) out of their reach.

6. Keep the appliance dry.

7. Do not immerse the appliance in water.

8. Never remove/attach an accessory during operation.

9. Do not use the appliance when the trimmer head or blades are damaged.

10. Do not insert the appliance further into the nostril / ear larger than the size of the trimmer
head (approx. 0.5cm).

11. This appliance may be used by children, from the age of 8 and persons with reduced
physical, sensory, or mental capabilities, or persons with inadequate experience and lack of
knowledge if they are supervised or have been trained and understand the hazards involved
concerning the safe use of the appliance.

12. Children must not play with the appliance.

13. Cleaning and user maintenance must not be performed by children.

14. The use of attachments not recommended or sold by the appliance manufacturer may cause
hazards.

15. Store and use the appliance at a temperature between 15°C and 35°C.
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INSTALLATION OF THE BATTERY

1. Turn the appliance upside down and open the battery compartment cover.
2. Insert an AA battery with the correct polarity (battery not included).

3. Close the battery compartment cover.

USE OF THE DEVICE

1. Remove the transparent protective cover.

2. Slide the on / off switch to position “0” to switch on the appliance.

3. Direct the shaving head at the nostril or ear.

/A WARNING: Do not penetrate the trimmer head to a depth greater than its size.

4. Slide the on / off switch to the “I” position to switch off the appliance after the end of use.
5. Clean the trimmer head with the cleaning brush after each use.

6. nstall the transparent protective cover.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Follow these instructions to take care of your hair clipper properly and safely.

Always switch off the appliance before cleaning it.

Do not submerge the appliance in water. Risk of electric shock!

Do not use a wire brush or other abrasives.

Do not use sharp or abrasive cleaning agents.

Use the cleaning brush to remove remaining hair from trimmer hear after use.
Rotate the trimmer head counterclockwise to remove it from the body of the appliance. Clean
the trimmer head with the brush or water, dry it well and put it back in place, turning it
clockwise until it locks into place.

7. Regularly apply drops acid-free oil onto the blades of the clipper head.

8. Clean the casing with a slightly damp cloth, if necessary.

APPLIANCE STORAGE
It is important to keep the appliance in a safe and dry place. We recommend that you use the
original (or appropriately sized) packaging.
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
